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Introduction

This document helps you to plan a successful outreach visit. It tells you what will happen on the day and also gives suggestions for pre and post visit activities. 

Background to the Everton Collection

The Everton Collection is one of the greatest collections of football memorabilia in the world. 
The Collection contains fascinating objects and documents including photographs, trophies, fans memorabilia, letters, newspapers and football kits.  Many of these objects date back to the origin of the club in 1878. 
Although primarily about Everton Football Club, the archive also gives a fascinating insight into the local, social and cultural history of Liverpool and is therefore a great resource for teachers.
Since autumn 2009 the Everton Collection’s Creative Learning Officer, Belinda Monkhouse, has been delivering a learning programme to schools across Liverpool.  The learning activities include online resources, taught sessions and loan boxes and are free to all schools in Liverpool. 
Outreach Sessions 

Archives are not just amazing resources for teaching history they can also be used to teach literacy and citizenship.  The Everton Collection outreach sessions are cross-curricular and encourage pupils to explore the heritage of their area, develop historical enquiry, speaking, listening and group interaction skills and help them to understand how football is part of many people’s culture and identity, particularly in Liverpool.  
Important information

▪ The Creative Learning Officer has been CRB checked and will bring the certificate along with photo ID on the day that they visit your school. 

▪ Please make sure that a Teacher or Teaching Assistant will be available to support the Learning Officer at all times during the session. 

▪ To make sure that pupils get as much out of the session as possible it is recommended that a Teacher or Teaching Assistant work with the Learning Officer to support pupils. 

▪ The outreach session is a low risk activity. Please read through the risk assessment sent with this document or contact the Learning Officer if you would like to discuss any potential risks. 
Pre-visit activities

▪ To prepare your class for an outreach session you can explore the Everton Collection website. By registering on the site you will have access to a range of functions such as ‘interactive whiteboard view’ that will help you to explore the site in your classroom. 

▪ The website contains thousands of images of objects in the collection that can be searched quickly and easily. There are also many references to Liverpool F.C. and other football teams so there should be something to engage all your pupils even if they are not Everton fans.

▪ Read the background notes about Everton and Liverpool Football Clubs and their shared history included with this pack. Pupils will be introduced to many of these points during the outreach session. 
▪ Introduce your class to the idea that football is an important part of the heritage and culture of Liverpool – why is this? This could be the subject for a class discussion. Nearly all children will have some relationship or personal experience of football so it is a useful starting point for discussion. 

What Happens During an Outreach Session? 
▪ The outreach session will last for one hour and is suitable for Year 2 to Year 6 pupils. 

▪ The Creative Learning Officer will need access to a computer with internet connection and an interactive whiteboard, (either Smart Board or Promethean). If this is not possible please contact the Learning Officer in advance. A small table to lay out artefacts would also be helpful.
▪ Pupils should be arranged into small groups of approximately four or five pupils. 

▪ The session will have the format described below and use the resources listed. It will be adapted slightly for different year groups, particularly Year 1 and 2.

Introduction – What are we going to do today? 
▪ The class are told that they will be carrying out an investigation into football in the past to discover how football has changed and why the game is so important to many people in Liverpool. 

▪ The class will be introduced to the word archive and how archives can be used to learn about the past.   

▪ Explain that historians are like detectives looking for clues in evidence. 

▪ Set some ‘ground rules’ for the session. Hands-up, questions at the end of the session, must listen to other peoples ideas throughout the session etc. 

GROUP WORK - Exploring objects 
▪ Pupils work in small groups to explore one object from the Collection. This engages them with the subject and encourages speaking, listening and group interaction skills. 

▪ Pupils are asked to consider the function of the object and who used it. They are also asked to discuss whether they think the object is new or old by analysing the object for clues. Please note: Teachers and Teaching Assistant’s should work with the CLO to support each group.
▪ One or two children from each group then feed back their findings to the rest of the class

Transition to next activity – pupils to use their new detective skills to investigate why there are two football teams in Liverpool. 

GROUP WORK – Why are there two football clubs in Liverpool? 
▪ The class is introduced to three pieces of primary evidence and asked to try and answer three simple questions that explore the connections between Everton and Liverpool football clubs. 
▪ Group work is followed by whole class discussion about the three pieces of evidence. Pupils consider how both clubs are part of the identity and heritage of the city. 

▪ Symbols of the city? Compare the club crests. 
WHOLE CLASS WORK - What was it like to be a football fan in the past? 
▪ The class explore different types of evidence about football fans in the past including a video, photographs and artefacts such as a football rattle and rosette. 

▪ This is followed by a class discussion about how the experience of being a football fan has changed.  

▪ Two pupils are invited to demonstrate the football rattle. 

WHOLE CLASS WORK – What was it like to be a football player in the past?
▪ Pupils explore how key areas of the life of a football player, such as kit, training and pay have changed, using replica artefacts and documents. 

▪ A famous Everton player from the 1920s-1930s, Dixie Dean, is used as an example.   

▪ Pupils compare and contrast old and new football kits by handling artefacts. 

CONCLUSION/VOTE
▪ Two pupils volunteer to dress up in a football kit, one from the 1930s and one a contemporary football kit. 

▪ The class vote for which kit they prefer using all the evidence that they have gathered during the session. 

QUESTIONS

▪ 5 minutes is left at the end of the session for pupils to ask questions and for photo opportunities. 

Post-visit activities

Once registered with the site you will be able to use my collection and view it in interactive whiteboard friendly mode.
▪ Ask pupils to bring in their own football objects to create a football display. 
▪ Everton Collection loan boxes containing replica artefacts similar to those used during the outreach session are available to hire free of charge for up to two weeks. The contents can be used for hot-seating and role play activities.
