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Lesson Plan
KS1

Aim
To encourage children to engage in multi-sensory activities which develop speaking, listening and writing. 
Objectives
● To explore descriptive words and sentences
● To explore and respect archival documents and objects
● To speak as part of a group and listen to others

● To explore football and its place in the culture of their local area

● To develop self confidence, interaction and performance skills

You will need
● A DVD player or computer that plays DVD’s
● Blu-tac

● Drawing pencils and sketch paper

● A cloth bag.
There are a number of suggested activities.  All the activities complement each other and encourage children to extend their learning.  However, they can also be used as individual units if you have less time or if you would like to concentrate on a particular area. 
Activity 1
Introduction (10 minutes) 
◦ Explain to your pupils that they will be learning about football and Everton football club in the past. Explain that it will be a fun and interactive session but that they must look after and respect all the objects that they will be looking at and handling.  Please read the handling guidance notes which can be found in the Loan Box Guidelines available on the Everton Collection website. 
◦ Ask your pupils if they can name the two biggest football teams in Liverpool. Play the track on the DVD.  This is a song is called ‘Z Cars’ and is played at Everton matches.  Ask the children if they recognise the song.  Ask them if they know of any other football songs for different football clubs, such as ‘Never Walk Alone’ for Liverpool. 

◦ Show the children the Image A, a map of Liverpool in 1899.  The two football grounds (Goodison Road where Everton F.C. play and Anfield, where Liverpool F.C. play), can be seen at either side of Stanley Park.  Can the children find and point to the football pitches? Ask them what they notice about where the football pitches are, (they are very close to each other and they are surrounded by houses).  Explain to the children that having two such important football clubs in Liverpool has made football very important to lots of people and communities in the city.
◦ Show the pupils laminated images C, D and E.  Discuss what is happening in the pictures.  Ask them to tell you the first three words that come into their head when they look at the photographs. Write the words on a whiteboard or flipchart. This is a good activity for encouraging children to think of descriptive words.  
Activity 2 

Exploring football objects (20 minutes)
These activities encourage children to investigate objects and use descriptive language.   
Speaking activities
◦ Hide the object in a cloth bag. Ask children to feel the object inside the bag and guess what it is.  
◦ Pass the object around the class. Ask each child to speak a word as they hold the object.  For example, a word that describes it, or a word that describes how they feel about it.  

◦ Speak a sentence about the object or make a statement.  Some children may need support to do this or you may want to work as a class to write a sentence and then repeat it.  

◦ Ask the children to think about who might own or use the object.  Discuss the possibilities as a group or in pairs. Some objects will be used by a football player and others by a football fans. 
◦ Compare and contrast the objects and copies of archival documents. Separate them into groups, for example, old and new. Many of the archival documents show an example from the past and a more recent example.  Discuss, what is the same, and what is different? For example, the cost of items, the type of images used, etc.  
◦ You may want to discuss the texture, weight and shape of the objects, encouraging children to use words such as hard, soft, rough, smooth, etc. 
Drawing activities

◦ Make a quick sketch of an object or part of an object.  To have fun ask the children to sketch without taking their pencil off the paper.  This is a good ice-breaker for children who may be less confident about drawing. 
◦ Add a background to your drawing, for example where would the object be found or used? Ask the children to work in pairs. 

◦ As a group or in pairs think of words that you could add to the picture. 
Activity 3
Dressing up and role play (20 minutes)
Ask three children to volunteer to dress up and become characters in a play.   The loan box contains three football kits.  The scarf, hat and rattle can be used to dress up as a football fan. The other children in the group could also be part of a football crowd. 
◦  Get some ideas for the play and encourage less confident children by spending some times exploring facial expressions and body language and which feelings they might be representing, look at photographs of the football players in the loan box to get ideas, i.e. celebrating a goal, missing a penalty shot etc.  Ask the children to act out an emotion associated with football. 

◦ Decide on the characters in your play.  Who are the three football players going to be?  
◦ Make a ‘frozen’ statue of a scene 

◦ Bring the scene to life, what actions would the players and fan be doing, what could they be saying to each other? Write down some suggestions and discuss them before acting out the scene. 

◦ Repeat the scene.  

Activity 4
Football Poetry (10-15 minutes)
◦ Read aloud the poems included in the box written by football poet, Paul Cookson. 
◦ The poem includes a repeating line that the children can speak aloud at the appropriate points in the poem. 
Activity 5
Create a classroom display 
◦ This activity is excellent for Year 1 children working on Literacy Strategy Non-fiction Unit 1: Labels, lists and captions. 

◦ The activity works best after the children have had a chance to explore the objects in Activity 2.  You will also need to use the caption cards included in the box. 
◦ Each caption includes a short sentence that describes the object.  For example, ‘This is a football’. Read the captions with the class concentrating on how the sentences are structured.  Can the children match the objects with the correct caption? 

◦ Support the pupils to add information to the captions.  

◦ Decide which objects should be included in a classroom display about football.  Create a display with the replica objects, photographs and the captions that the children have written. 

◦ Ask children to bring in their own football memorabilia to add to the football display. 

Activity 6

Explore the Everton Collection website

◦ Visit www.evertoncollection.org.uk/learning.  On the Everton Collection website you can search the collection, giving you access to thousands of images that can be downloaded for use in the classroom.  There are other resources for Key Stage 1 and you can find out about other taught sessions and exhibitions. 

◦ Register on the Everton Collection website to become part of an online learning community.  Once you have registered you are able to use ‘My Collection’ to save images and resources that are relevant to you or your class.  Why not create a ‘class collection’.  
At the end of the lesson thank the children for handling the objects carefully.
