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Lesson Plan 

KS2 
Aim
To encourage children to understand how football and Everton F.C. is part of the history, culture and identity of their local area. 
Objectives
● To understand how football and Everton F.C. is an important part of the history and cultural identity of Liverpool.
● To understand how football has made an impact on their local area in the past 150 years. 
● To develop self-confidence to speak as part of a group and listen to others.
● To explore and respect archival documents and objects
● To understand that people have different identities, including being a football fan, and that it is important to understand and respect them. 

National Curriculum links 

This box is a cross-curricular resource that can be used to make links to: 

History - The activities encourage development of the knowledge, skills and understanding required for History. It can also be used during a local history study, or to support learning in History QCA Units 12,13,18 and 20.

Activity 1

Object handling (20 minutes) 
This activity engages pupils with the subject of football and lets them explore the objects before they start more curriculum focused work. 
◦ Explain to your pupils that they will be learning about football and Everton football club in the past. Explain that it will be a fun and interactive session but that they must look after and respect all the objects that they will be looking at and handling.  Please read the handling guidance notes which can be found in the Loan Box Guidelines that are available on the Everton Collection website. 

◦ Hide an object in a cloth bag. Ask each pupil to feel the object inside the bag and guess what it is. The football boots, football and football bladder work well for this activity. 
◦ Pass an object around the class. Ask each pupil to speak a word or sentence as they hold the object.  For example, a sentence that describes it, or a word that describes how they feel about it.  

◦ Compare and contrast the objects and copies of archival documents. Separate them into groups, for example, old and new. Many of the archival documents show an example from the past and a more recent example.  Discuss, what is the same, and what is different? For example, the cost of items, the type of images used, etc.  

◦ You may want to discuss the texture, weight and shape of the objects. 

Activity 2 
Why are there two football clubs in Liverpool?  (20 minutes)
Activities 2 and 3 are particularly useful for pupils studying QCA History Units 12 or 18.  
◦ Play the song on the DVD.  The song is called Z Cars and is played by Everton F.C. before every football match at Goodison Park. Ask pupils if they recognise the song and if they can think of any other football songs, for example, ‘You’ll Never Walk Alone’ sang by Liverpool F.C. supporters.  

◦ Show the class the Everton F.C. season ticket from 1884-1885, Image M. Do they notice anything unusual about it?  The ticket is for the Anfield Road football ground. Explain that Everton F.C. played at Anfield between 1884 and 1892.  This was before Liverpool F.C. was formed.  In 1892 after a disagreement between the clubs directors, a new football club was formed at Anfield, (Liverpool F.C.) and Everton moved to Goodison Park.  Liverpool F.C. still play at Anfield today. To find out more about the split between Everton F.C. and Liverpool, visit the Everton Collection website, www.evertoncolletion.org.uk and look at the online exhibition, The Anfield Split: To Buy or Not to Buy. 
◦ Show the pupils Image A, a map of Liverpool in 1898.  Can they find the two football grounds, Everton F.C. and Liverpool F.C. They are positioned on either side of Stanley Park.  Ask the class what they notice about the two football grounds? They should recognise that they are very close together. 
◦ Discuss what impact this might have on the people that live in Liverpool.  (For example, football has become part of the culture of Liverpool and is very important to many people.  For many people in Liverpool, which football team they support has become part of their identity. The close proximity of the two football clubs has made peoples identities and rivalries stronger). 
◦ Look at Image B, this is a map of Liverpool in 1873.  How do the two maps differ? It is useful to use Stanley Park as a point of reference on each map when comparing them.  In 1873, the two football clubs do not exist and are not shown on the map. Discuss how the two clubs have changed the geography of the area. 
◦ Show your class the replica League Championship medal, which Everton F.C. won in 1891. Pass the medal around your class. Ask your pupils if they can name the bird in the centre of the medal, (a Liver bird).  Does this surprise them?  Why?  Explain that the Liver bird is a symbol of Liverpool and is important to both Everton and Liverpool football fans.  This medal was presented to Everton F.C. in 1891, one year before Liverpool F.C. was formed.  At the time Liverpool F.C. did not exist and the Liver bird was not connected with them as it is today. 
Activity 3
Why did football become popular in Liverpool? (40 minutes – 1 hour) 
To understand why football became so popular in Liverpool, you need to find out more about what Liverpool was like in the Victorian times. 

◦ Using Images S & T, explain that Victorian Liverpool was a busy and successful place and that industries like those shown in the photographs meant that many people came to live and work in the city.  As a result, there were many people looking for a cheap and exciting way to spend their spare time. 
◦ Ask the children to name activities and hobbies that they do in their spare time.  Did the Victorians enjoy doing the same sorts of things?
◦ Look at Image N.  This is a page from an Everton F.C. match day programme from the early 1900s. In the programme are a number of advertisements for shows and events in Liverpool. Ask your pupils to look at the advertisements.  What are they for? What do they tell us about the types of activities that the Victorians liked to do?  Explain that football was one of many leisure activities that became popular in the Victorian period.
◦ Look again at the large scale map, what can pupils see around the football grounds?  There are lots of houses. To help illustrate what Victorian houses and streets may have looked like use Images O & P .Explain that it was easy for local people to travel to football matches, as they could walk to the ground. 
◦ Ask your class if they can name another type of transport that was important to the Victorians? Show your class Images Q & R.  Explain that the development of tram and train travel in Liverpool encouraged people to travel to football matches so football became more popular. 
◦ Show your class the replica 19th Century football shirt, shorts and leather football.  Compare and contrast it with the contemporary football kit. Discuss what it would be like to play football in the kit. Show your pupils Image E, a team photograph from 1881, it shows football players wearing a similar kit.
◦ At the end of the activity allow children to dress up in the replica 19th Century football kit.

Activity 4
Football after the Second World War (30 minutes)
This activity is useful for children studying History QCA Unit 13 – How has life in Britain changed since 1948. 

The 1950s

◦ Explain how after World War 2 ended lots of people started going to football matches again and it became an important part of popular culture. Show children the football rattle.  Ask them if they know what it is used for. Rattles were used to celebrate when a player had scored a goal. Demonstrate the rattle by spinning it.  Please be careful when using the rattle and make sure that children hold it away from their head. Ask children what else it may have been used for during the war.  Rattles were used by A.R.P. wardens to signal the end of an air raid. 
◦ Show your class the blue replica football shirt, and leather football boots. Players would have worn a kit similar to this from the 1930s to the 1950s. Compare and contrast this kit with the 19th Century shirt and contemporary football kit. 
The 1960s

◦ In the 1960s some of the best players in the country played football for Everton. One of these players was Alan Ball.  Show your pupils the images relating to Alan Ball, Images W & X. Alan Ball was an important player in the England team that won the World Cup in 1966.  He was very popular and became one of their first football celebrities.  Discuss with your pupils what it means to be a popular celebrity.  Can they name any other football celebrities famous today?

◦ Ask your pupils if they can name another important football event that happened in the 1960s.  The World Cup Finals were held in England, and some of the matches were played at Goodison Park.  Show your pupils Image Y. This is an image of a programme from the 1966 World Cup Finals.  What do you think it meant for the people of Liverpool for the World Cup to be played in their city? 
◦ Log onto the Everton Collection website, www.evertoncollection.org.uk to where you can find many more images and resources about football in the 1960s and the World Cup.  Try searching for ‘world cup’ or ‘1960s’.  
◦ Take a look at an online exhibition, Football Fashions, visit, 

www.evertoncollection.org.uk/exhibitions/fashions
◦ Create a mind map. Can pupils link the changes in football to anything else they know about Britain after 1948.  E.g. technology – television, people becoming wealthier etc. 

Activity 5
Hot seating activity 
◦ Ask three children to dress up in each of the strips, 19th Century, 1930s-1950s and the current Everton F.C. strip.  Think of a name for each player, you could make one up or use a name of an actual player discussed during the lesson.  
◦ The students take part in a hot-seating activity, answering questions from the rest of the class about their lives as football players. 
Activity 6
Citizenship 
◦ After completing the previous activities the class work in small teams to answer the question.  Is football important to my community?  Teams present their ideas, using objects from the box to support their arguments.   
◦ Pupils could also research what impact Everton Football Club has on the local community today. Log onto Everton’s community website, www.evertonfoundation.org.uk 
◦ Discuss football kits as a way of identifying that someone belongs to a particular community.  Discuss why it is important to respect other football fans.
