6.37 – once got train to match with players on the same train, going to the Shed at Blackburn, stand made of railway sleepers, old match programmes just single-sheets of paper

10.01 – reading newspaper results of Grand National at Goodison on same Saturday afternoon

11.00 – 1966 World Cup, round areas behind the goal, 75,000 at Burnley match
12.04 – Villa Park, high prestige ground, White Hart Lane

12.15 – players used to live in semi-detached houses, getting trains to matches

14.20 – don’t mind sharing a ground with Liverpool in Stanley Park
15.32 – atmosphere in ground is different
16.18 – being an Evertonian is an obsession
